e Student assessments (e.g. HFW pre-assessment, self- assessment form, writing samples) are collected and
analysed to inform learning and teaching during the co-planning meetings for different literacy
programmes (Space Town, DTS, and Keys2).

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Teachers develop the ability to identify assessment goals and review strategies and tools for assessing the
SEL in specific competencies of students through the review of pre- and post-test questionnaires and
students’ responses in various activities (i.e. having a sense of purpose, using WOOP to set goals and
come up with an action plan to follow).

The AT attends and supports the collaborative lessons to model and coach when needed and offers advice.
The teachers reflect on the implementation of the SEL unit after in-class support
